Countless testimonies of God’s faithfulness
fill every corner of Lancaster Bible College.
Shelby Geraci’s incredible story of how
God’s plans are much bigger than our own
is just one of them.

Equally passionate about both writing
and speaking, and desiring to use her gifts to
glorify God, Shelby decided early on to ma-
jor in English. After meeting LBC represen-
tatives at a college fair, Shelby began pray-
ing about her options after high school. “I
wanted a place where I could grow not only
academically, but spiritually as well.” At the
same time, our LBC admissions team mem-
bers were praying that God would open the
right doors to the right students for LBC.
This included prayers specifically focused on
Shelby’s possible future at LBC.

After a follow-up call from the admissions
office, Shelby couldn’t shake the feeling
that God was leading her to LBC. During
her first campus visit, she felt confused by
God’s calling to a school that didn’t offer the
English major that she planned to pursue.
While meeting with Dr. Michael Freeman,
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director of our Communication major,
Shelby heard him “describe all of the cours-
es I would be taking and the experiences
that I would have in writing, photography,
and web design. This was exactly what I was
passionate about...I just didn't realize it was
called Communication.”

Shelby’s decision to attend LBC in the
fall of 2013 was made, but now she faced
a new hurdle; financing her college ca-
reer. This burden was lessened greatly due
to scholarships that she received. These
scholarships were made possible by donors
who felt God leading them to take an ac-
tive role in the education of future leaders
in our country by providing this crucial
financial assistance.

As expected, she excelled in her freshman
year, and was asked to assist with various
projects in the developing communication
department. Dr. Freeman commented,
“T can count on one hand the number of
‘Shelbys’ I have had the privilege to teach.”
She then applied for a corporate communi-
cations internship with US Silica, a mining

company headquartered in Maryland. She
nervously gathered her best LBC writing
pieces for the application. She realized the
risk in sending all written works that reflect-
ed her faith, but was advised to, “send in
your best and if it's God’s will, it will hap-

pen.

Shelby excelled in her internship, too. In-
creased responsibilities had her writing ar-
ticles, conducting interviews, and updating
the public website. By the end of the sum-
mer, she was offered a part time job while
continuing as a full-time student at LBC.

Later that fall, Shelby had a meeting that
would change everything. The Director of
Corporate Communications called her into
his office to tell her that he had visited the
Director of Human Resources. “I told him,
‘T want a Shelby; hire me a Shelby’.... It
hit me that afternoon—why dont we just

hire Shelby?”

The same company who had told Shelby
that she was a “controversial hire” and
one that made them think “through the
ramifications of hiring a Christian to do

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Communication Program Provides
Endless Opportunities

Tolerance—we hear it everywhere. Movies,
sitcoms, and news programs all seem to
push an agenda of tolerating everyone and
everything. Ironically, Christians are often
left out of that seemingly all-encompassing
tolerance. Misleading Christian stereotypes
are commonplace. The media is typically
apathetic, distrustful or intolerant of the
Christian worldview. In light of this fact,
our responses to the mainstream media
are often not well received. Our message is
distorted and frequently misrepresented.

At LBC, we are actively fighting this
trend with one of our newest major—
Communication. Shelby’s story is incredible,
and it is an example of how God is growing
LBC. Our mission is for our students to
boldly proclaim Christ in the church AND
society. Our students are reaching beyond
the pulpit to impact an entire new group
of people for Christ. We train missionaries
to plant churches. Now LBC can train

This is the vision of the Communication
major at LBC and why it is so important
and rapidly growing,.

As Shelby says, “At LBC, we learn what
it means to be a Christian communicator.

42 credits of Bible courses, more than our
biblical higher education accrediting agency
requires. We know that with this strong
foundation, our Communications students
will be able to speak intelligently about
what they believe and why. Having logical,

can be more impactful than simply reciting
a few Bible verses.

Every field—healthcare, education, small
business, and even our government—
employs Communication professionals to
deliver their messages to today’s fast-paced
society. Our adjunct professors represent
a wide variety of communication fields—
television, publishing, marketing, and web
design just to name a few. They bring stories
from the trenches of what it’s like being a
Christian in a mostly-secular profession.

It’s safe to assume that most people would
love to see winter come to an end, but two
Lancaster Bible teams actually extended
their own winter season on purpose. The
Lancaster Bible men’s and women’s basketball
teams each won the North Eastern Athletic
Conference South Division championship
for the second straight season and will once
again play basketball into March.

The men’s basketball team had the best
regular season in program history as the
Chargers went 23-2 overall and earned the
top seed for the NEAC playoffs. During the
regular season, the Chargers had a 15-game
winning streak and completed the regular
season with a perfect 12-0 record at Horst

Athletic Center.

The women’s basketball team defended
its NEAC South Division crown by going
21-4 and was led by a talented group of
juniors as Aubrey Folger, Shanice Smith and
Katy Stover formed a perfect trifecta for the

Chargers. Folger scored the 1,000® point of
her collegiate career during Lancaster Bible’s
first game of the season in November, while
Stover cracked the 1,000-point mark for her
career in Lancaster Bible’s last game of the
regular season.

While the basketball teams were
extending their seasons, the spring sport
teams (baseball, women’s lacrosse, softball
and men’s and women’s tennis) spent their
February indoors as they practiced in the
gym and off-campus due to their fields
being unplayable. Despite being indoors,
each team is ready for the spring season and
will look to continue the amazing run the
Lancaster Bible teams have had this season.

Through the end of February, each team
sport (men’s soccer, women’s soccer, women’s
volleyball, men’s basketball and women’s
basketball) that has competed during the
2014-15 academic year has advanced to the
conference playoffs.
